It’s not unusual to see a child writing on a piece of cardboard that was found in the street, so it would be great to see lots of colorful items that would be educational and fun at the same time. Also, keep in mind that the children speak Spanish, so they would not be able to be read books written in English. 

The items do not need to be put in individual gift bags, but can be put in gallon sized Ziplocs. You can drop individual items in the box marked “The Servant’s Heart Christmas Gifts” by insert date. 
Here are suggestions as to what could be included in the bags:

stuffed animal

Please DO NOT include the following:

used items

war related items (toy guns, knives, etc.)

chocolate, candy or perishable food items

liquids (shampoo, lotion, bubbles, etc.)
